We are also feeling quite optimistic about drawing large audiences to these events (not least because we can count on professional publicity help from Kathy).


It would be very helpful if knew from the outset that we could put on one or two events every year with a foundation of department funds.  We appreciate every cent—and all of the staff time—that the department has put toward our concerts over the past 2½ years
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
