The format (for both individual papers and organized panels) is 20-minute papers followed by 10 minutes of discussion.

Organized panels are encouraged. The panel chair/organizer must submit a Panel/Roundtable Abstract & Information Form along with individual paper abstracts from each member of the panel.  The panel abstract should not exceed 150 words, while the individual abstracts may be up to 250 words.  Panels may have 3 or 4 papers, or 3 papers and a discussant.
